Carcase: oak

Veneers: kingwood, rosewood, satinwood, maple, box, partially stained

Mounts: bronze, cast, chased and gilded (ormolu)

Lining: brown morocco leather, stamped gold ornamentation

This piece of furniture is a typical example of Parisian cabinetmaking of the époque Louis Seize and in its linear
construction is in full accord with the Neoclassical stylistic canon.
